Norris Public Power District Approves Production Cost Adjustment
Norris Public Power District’s Board of Directors approved wholesale and retail Production Cost Adjustment (PCA) factors at their April Board meeting that will go into effect May 1, 2007.  The PCA factor is a result of action taken by the Nebraska Public Power District’s (NPPD) Board of Directors at their April Board of Directors meeting to recover approximately $12 million in replacement energy and increased fuel costs due to the December 2006 ice storm.  The PCA factor also includes a surcharge approved by Lincoln Electric System’s (LES) Board of Directors at their January Board meeting to recover similar costs.  The PCA will remain in effect over a 12-month period.  

The PCA will result in an added charge of $0.0011/kWh for energy consumed by customers of Norris Public Power District.  The PCA will appear as a separate item on monthly customer bill statements.  The average residential customer using 1,500 kWh per month will see an increase of $1.65 on their monthly bills for their electric power.  Customers using more or less energy than average will see corresponding changes in their monthly bills.  

The PCA is the result of the December 2006 ice storm that struck the center of NPPD’s transmission grid knocking out key transmission lines used to transport low-cost, coal-based energy west to east across Nebraska.  As a result, Norris Public Power’s wholesale provider, NPPD, was required to buy or generate power from more expensive resources to meet customers’ energy needs.
